MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE REGIONAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE OF KENDRIYA VIDYALAYA SANGATHAN, REGIONAL OFFICE PATNA HELD ON 17th JUNE, 2008 


The meeting of the Regional Advisory Committee of KVS, Patna Region was held on 17.06.2008 under the Chairmanship of Shri Anjani Kumar Singh, IAS, Principal Secretary, Deptt. of HRD, Govt. of Bihar, Patna.

ITEM NO.1

RESULT ANALYSIS OF CBSE EXAM 2008

A brief of the result analysis was presented as follows:

The over-all Pass percentage of Patna Region in Class X stood at 95.5% with the PI of 59.9. Out of 4453 students sponsored by 49 KVs 4235 students passed the Examination. 125 students failed in English and 84 in Maths.   The following KVs secured 100% result:

(1) Azamgarh (2) Barauni (IOC) (3) Danapur Cantt. (4) Goplaganj (5) Hajipur (6) Lakhisarai (7) Mashrakh (8) Motihari (9) Pusa (RAU)

Patna Region stood at 12th Position among the KVS Regions (18+1)

In respect of Class XII, the over-all Pass percentage was 90.4% with the P.I of 58.66. Out of 2779 students sponsored by 34 KVs, 2513 students passed the Examination. 74 students failed in Physics, 57 in Chemistry, 54 in Biology, 48 in Maths and 38 in Economics. Only 3 KVs got 100% result:
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(1) Azamgarh (2) Khagaul (3) Sonepur

Patna Region stood 13th position among the KVS Regions (18+1) as far as Class XII result is concerned.  

KV Azamgarh has produced 100% result both in Class X and XII.

KV Khagaul has achieved hat-trick by getting 100% result in Class XII continuously for three years.
The Members expressed that improvement in English was needed. The Assistant Commissioner assured that further efforts would be made to improve the results in the coming years.

Shri R.N. Choubey, Principal, KV Azamgarh and Dr. A.K. Jha, Principal, KV, Khagaul were felicitated by the Chairman for their achievements. 

ITEM NO. 2

IMPLEMENTATION OF ACADEMIC POLICIES FORMULATED BY THE SANGATHAN AT THE REGIONAL LEVEL
The Committee was informed that the Academic Policies of KVS are being followed in toto at Regional Level. With the adoption of NCF-2005 Activity Method is being followed for effective learning. Training is given to teachers by Microsoft for using computer in teaching learning process. Three language formula is being followed by teaching English and Hindi from Class I and Sanskrit from Class VI to VIII. Academic Committee Meeting are being conducted regularly to monitor the progress of the students and Vidyalaya as a whole. All Vidyalayas are inspected thrice in the session to know their strength and weaknesses so as to take necessary action for improvement. 

A Common Minimum Programme has been adopted for strengthening Primary Education. Under CMP, equipments such as LCD, OHP and Photocopier have been provided exclusively for use in Primary Classes. Computer Education is imparted right from Class III. A sum of Rs. 1000/- per month is allocated for the Resource room of Primary Section for facilitating teachers to prepare the necessary Teaching Aids. A part-time Spoken English teacher is engaged for developing the communication skills of students.
The Hon’ble Chairperson suggested that Private Agency can be involved for developing students’ skills in different areas. He further mentioned that the Radio Programme for Spoken English is found to be effective in Govt. Schools. 
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ITEM NO. 3

INNOVATIONS AND EXPERIMENTS IN KENDIRYA VIDYALAYAS


The Assistant Commissioner KVS mentioned that Students, Teachers and Principals are being encouraged to take up innovations and experiments. Selected  reports of innovations and experiments are forwarded to NCERT/KVS (HQ) for awards. Students’ projects are submitted for IRIS and Think.com competitions.

ITEM NO. 4

FACILITIES LIKE LIBRARY, LABORATORY AND AUDIO-VISUAL AIDS IN KENDRIYA VIDYALAYAS


The Committee was informed that Library and Laboratories are fully equipped as per the requirement of the students and the syllabus. Audio-Visual Aids are regularly used to make the teaching-learning process more meaningful and fruitful.

Maximum emphasis is given to complete practical in time.

  
Open shelf system is followed in Library so as to have maximum access to students and staff. The students and teachers using Library, and reading maximum books are being rewarded. Primary classes have Class Library for developing the reading habit of the children.  


The members appreciated the Library and Laboratory facilities in Kendriya Vidyalayas. 

ITEM NO. 5

COMPUTER EDUCATION IN KENDRIYA VIDYALAYAS


The Assistant Commissioner KVS informed that the Computer Education in Kendriya Vidyalayas is being imparted right from class III on nominal fees of Rs. 20/- per month from Class III to X. Rs. 40/- is being charged in Class XI and XII from students opting for Computer related courses (i.e. Informatics Practices, Computer Science and Multi Media and Web Technology). Big Vidyalayas have three Computer Labs. Schools having temporary buildings do not have adequate number of labs or computers. Computer Science teachers are appointed on regular basis for teaching in Class XI and XII.  Computer instructors are appointed on contract basis to impart computer education in other classes. Efforts are being made to achieve the ideal ratio of computer and student as 1:20. All the Vidyalayas have their website and they are being updated regularly. Programme Think.Com is gaining momentum in Kendriya Vidyalayas. A few KVs have recorded 100% registration of students and teachers with Project Think.com. 
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The members showed keen interest in learning about the implementation of Computer Education in Kendriya Vidyalayas. They appreciated the fact that every KV has a website and is being regularly updated. 

ITEM NO. 6

PROGRESS OF GAMES, SPORTS AND CULTURAL ACTIVITIES IN KENDRIYA VIDYALAYAS.


The Committee was briefed that for achieving the aim of all round development of students, KVS is organizing Games and Sports and Cultural Activities at Vidyalaya Level, Cluster Level, Regional Level and National Level every year. Students selected at National Level of Sports and Games also participate at SGFI level. Students won laurels for Patna Region by bagging Gold, Silver and Bronze Medals in various events. Besides this Social Science and Science Exhibition are also organized at School Level, Cluster Level, Regional Level and National Level. The selected exhibits are sponsored for the Annual Jawaharlal Nehru Science Exhibition.

The Hon’ble members appreciated that special coaches were being engaged for imparting skills in games and sports. They opined that  given proper coaching, students of Patna Region can excel in various events. 

ITEM NO. 7

1. TO BUILD AND PROJECT THE IMAGE OF KENDRIYA VIDYALAYAS OF PATNA REGION.
The Assistant Commissioner, KVS explained that KVs of Patna Region inspite of all odds, are doing their best both in academics and co-curricular activities. However, if required land is provided and  KVs have their permanent buildings it will be possible to  provide better amenities and academic environment to the students, which will be helpful in building and projecting a proper image of KVs in Patna Region.  

ITEM NO. 8 

1. ALLOTMENT OF LAND FOR CONSTRUCTION OF PERMANENT BUILDING OF KENDRIYA VIDYALAYAS AND

2. OPENING OF NEW KENDRIYA VIDYALAYAS IN PATNA 
3. PROBLEMS FACED BY KENDRIYA VIDYALAYA FUNCTIONIN IN TEMPORARY BUILDING

It was informed that State Authorities  are being persuaded to allot/transfer adequate land for all the Vidyalayas running in temporary buildings on 99 years of lease basis or permanent transfer so as to expedite the construction work at the earliest possible.

 The Assistant Commisisoner, KVS informed that new Kendriya Vidyalayas have been  sanctioned for Supaul and Madhubani under the scheme for Special Focus Districts but  they are not yet functional. Efforts are on to acquire temporary buildings proposed 
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for KVs by DM Supaul and DM Madhubani. The State Government (Sponsoring Authority) is supposed to provide rent free suitable temporary building to start a KV along with 5 to 10 acres of land free of cost on 99 years lease basis or permanent transfer basis for construction of building by KVS. In Bihar 18 KVs (List given separately) are running in temporary buildings for the past several years for which land is yet to be identified/transferred to KVS by the State Governement for construction of permanent building. Land has been allotted for Ara, Saharsa, Mashrakh and Sheohar. The construction works are likely to be taken up shortly by CPWD.  In the case of Ara and Mashrak the State Govt. has been requested to extend the Lease period upto 99 years instead of 30 years for construction to be taken up.  KVS has proposed to set up a Kendriya Vidyalaya in each of the remaining uncovered districts in Bihar for which proposals from the State Government/District Magistrate have been invited. The uncovered districts are :

(1) Arwal (2) Aurangabad (3) Kaimur (Bhabhua) (4) Jamuai (5) Madhepura (6) Madhubani (7) Nawada (8) Rohtas (Sasaram) (9) Shaikpura (10) Supaul

In Uttar Pradesh 4 KVs are running in temporary buildings for which land has been earmarked by the State Govt. Process of taking over of land is under progress.

The Committee members were briefed that various problems are being faced by the Vidyalaya running in temporary building as under:

1. Insufficient infrastructure.

2. Small and overcrowded classrooms

3. Inadequate Library and Laboratory facilities
4. Inadequate playground

5. Insufficient water and toilet facilities

6. Safety and security of the School property

7. Non-availability of Staff Quarters resulting in shortage of staff

8. Damocles sword keeps hanging on the Principal’s head to meet both ends for providing adequate facilities and safety measures to students in general.  

9. In a few cases, such as Bettiah and Hajipur the legal owners of the buildings are issuing Notice to Principal from time to time to vacate their premises
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The Hon’ble Chairman informed that basing on the report on  Common School System, the State Government of Bihar has initiated action on the Common School System. Thus the State Policy is not in favour of KVS/NVS and other systems, which create islands of quality and excellence. However, keeping in view the difficulties faced by the existing Kendriya Vidyalayas functioning in temporary buildings, KVS may submit a comprehensive note to Govt. of Bihar to provide land at least for Vidyalayas which have already been established. 
The meeting ended with Vote of Thanks proposed by Smt. V. Bisarya, Education Officer.
