With reference to KVS (HQ) letter No. F. 110338-1/2009-KVSHQ (Acad.) dated 23.11.2009 and KVS, ZIET Mumbai letter No. F. 035/4-1/KVS(ZIET-MUM)/2009 dated 15.03.2010 on the subject cited above, I am to the say that Inservice Course for the session 2010-11 for various categories of teachers will be organized as per following schedule:

The schedule of In-service Courses for Miscellaneous Category of Teachers will be intimated very soon. 

1. The category wise/subject-wise list of participants and venue for attending 12 days in-service course is enclosed for your information with the request to depute the teachers to the respective venue as per dates given above. It may be noted that the teachers, who have successfully completed 21 day In-service courses during the last three years should not be deputed for the courses organized during 2010-2011, except for some special reasons, though their names might have been included in the list enclosed. 

2. In addition to the list of participants, the teachers who have completed 12 day course during May/June 2009, but could not attend 10-day course organized during Dec. 2009 may be deputed for 12-day course being organized during 2010-2011. 

3. The teachers who have attended 12-day course during 2008, but could not complete 3 phases of 3-day duration courses should not be deputed for 12 day course during 2010-2011. The course for such teachers will be organized at Regional/Vidyalaya Level during this year as per instruction issued by KVS (HQ).

4. Those PGT/TGT/PRTs who could not secure 75% or more marks in the Post-Test conducted at the end of 10 day courses organized in Dec. 2009 may be deputed again for the course organized during May/June 2010 at the venues where other candidates of the Patna region are being deputed.

5. All teachers who enlisted in the enclosed list should be informed immediately about their course, venue and dates etc. so as to enable them the plan their journey accordingly. 

6. It has been noticed that a substantial number of teachers drop out from the training programmes on one pretext or the other. In many cases arranged medical certificates are produced just before the scheduled commencement of journey and the teacher becomes fit within two or three days. Such cases of intentional avoidance will be dealt with firmly as per rules. The other cases of willful absence be treated as dereliction of duty and will be proceeded with as per CCS(CCA) Rules and code of conduct for teachers incorporated in he Education Code of KVS.

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You would appreciate that a teacher has to be a life-long learner. The in-service courses are opportunities for teachers to update their knowledge and upgrade their pedagogical skills. Besides the above, KVS spends considerable resources on the organization of training programme and resources should be used optimally. In view of this all the Principals should ensure that absenteeism be reduced to nil. The Commissioner has desired that all the teachers deputed for the courses attend the programme without any exception. It should also be ensured that no teachers are left out who are due for grant of senior scale/selection grade on or before 30.06.2011 and have not attended any in-service course between 2005 and 2009 in the same cadre. In case names of such teachers are not included in the list being sent to you, the names of such teachers should be forwarded to this office for inclusion of his/her name for the Inservice course.
